In
the summer of 2008, The Edge Hockey Clinic
will offer boys', girls', and coed sessions.
Participants are grouped according to age,

size, and ability level. The on-ice sessions are broken
up into small groups to allow for specialized atten-
tion. There are three ice sessions daily, each with one
or more hours of on-ice training, including checking,
power skating, shooting, and a scrimmage. Off-ice, the
players work on speed development and agility. Our
program includes plyometrics, agility, and condition-
ing. We also introduce the participants to an off-ice
weight program for hockey and include x's and o's,
as well as a chance to speak with college and interna-
tional players. Goalies are involved in all these activi-
ties, as well as their own goalie sessions. Each session
ends with a game Friday evening.

The day generally runs from 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM. The
coaching staff conducts off-ice hockey lectures and
submits individual reports on each player. Medical
personnel are in attendance at The Edge Clinic.

Players must provide all equipment. The Edge Hockey
Clinic provides jerseys, but players should bring a
spare jersey. Required equipment includes skates;
helmet; face masks; gloves; pants; stockings; shin,
shoulder, and elbow pads; water bottle; mouthpiece;
and towels. A pro shop is available.
